With this letter I urge you to enact an welfare law and a monitoring system to improve the lives of working donkeys in Nepal .

With the housing market expanding rapidly the demand for bricks in all parts of Nepal has increased manifold. Both human workers (including child workers) and donkeys are the backbone of brick production, working day and night hauling and heaving the heavy loads of materials that eventually become the foundation of the ever-expanding metropolis of Kathmandu and cities in the Terai. There are no laws that govern their treatment, and no labor party to represent their needs.

I urge to enact an Animal Welfare law that safeguards the rights of working animals, including donkeys. I also request you to set up a monitoring system for working donkeys including a provision for medical care and addressing the animals’ basic needs.
